This exhibition showcases the diverse work of selected graduates and staff from
the BA Contemporary Textiles course in West Wales School of the Arts at Coleg Sir
Gar. In line with the Garden’s celebration of its tenth anniversary the exhibition
reflects on the work of textiles staff and graduates from the last ten years.

Textiles at West Wales School of the Arts, has evolved somewhat over this period
and now allows students the opportunity to work in constructed textiles, surface
decoration or to combine both areas of study.
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The course encourages creativity and innovation in a friendly working environment
where each student has a dedicated workstation in a studio surrounded by
workshop facilities. Students are treated as individuals and are encouraged to
develop existing strengths, explore new skills and discover personal potential.

The first year of the course consists of an intensive programme of workshops,
including weave, knit, tuft, felt, print, stitch, drawing & digital which provide an
introductory and experimental basis for work. The second year allows the
development of skills within a series of live projects including both national and
international competitions. This provides the opportunity to experience a range of
specialisms in a variety of contexts including: fashion fabrics, accessories, textiles
for interiors and textile art. The third year consolidates the experience and
culminates in a degree show in the college followed by New Designers - a graduate
showcase in London.
